	Step 2 Conduct Research

How does this site, structure, or object tell us what was important to that society?

•
What are the most interesting facts about this site, structure, or object?

Remember to document your sources and use your own words. Plagiarism (copying others’ work) will disqualify your work.  Use the Documenting Sources handout to keep track of your research, and prepare a formal Bibliography page to be handed in with your final assignment.
