Approximate Length:  2-3 weeks

Overall Unit Objective:  Throughout this unit, we will work towards identifying the many ways that the rich culture of Ancient Greece influences our life today

Learning Goals and Success Criteria:  Throughout this unit, we will work towards achieving the following:
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I can identify the unique geographic features of Greece which influenced the development and interactions of Greek civilization (ex. islands, mountains, the sea etc.)
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I can distinguish between the different periods of Ancient Greek civilization, as well as the major political, cultural, and technological developments in each (ex. Early Period, Early Classical Period, Classical Greece, the Hellenstic Age)
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I can organize and summarize the origins and features of Athenian democracy, and compare it to other Greek city-states, as well as modern Western-style democracy (ex. majority rule, direct democracy, Spartan oligarchy etc.) 
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I can describe the describe the differences between Greek and Persian civilization, and assess the impact of the wars fought between them (ex. Persian Wars, Delian League, Pericles and Athenian dominance etc.)
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I can demonstrate an understanding of the achievements of Greek arts (ex. architecture, sculpture, drama, mythology, literature, philosophy etc.)
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I can discuss the accomplishments of the ancient Greeks in the areas of science and medicine (ex. Pythagorus, Archimedes, biology etc.)
