Description:

The study of history is not merely about dates and events.  To study history is to understand the world and the triumphs and failures of humanity.  In history one rediscovers the past, understands the present, and prepares for the future.

This course investigates the history of humanity from earliest times to the sixteenth century.  Students analyse diverse societies from around the world, with particular regard to the political, cultural, and economic structures and historical forces that form the foundation of the modern world.  They examine the influence of selected individuals and groups, as well as of particular innovations, and develop skills of historical inquiry, organization, analysis, and communication.
What will you be expected to learn? (Enduring Understandings/Learning Goals)
In this course, you will be expected to provide evidence that you can:

1. Analyse how societies have evolved and responded to challenges (e.g. language, religion, trade and economics climate)

2. Assess cause and effect in understanding change and continuity (e.g. Hammurabi’s code of Law, chronology, Socrates, military inventions)

3. Analyse the diversity and uniqueness of various political, economic and social structures (e.g. Ten Commandments, Athenian democracy, equal weights and measures, feudalism, Siddharta)

4. Analyse the influence of art, knowledge, religion and technology in the development of societies prior to the 16th century (e.g. Charlemagne, Egyptian tombs, Angkor Wat, aqueducts, Confucius)

5. Develop historical literacy (e.g. use historical inquiry process, think critically, communicate using a variety of styles and forms of expression)

You will be expected to demonstrate your understanding of these key learnings through your knowledge, thinking, communication and application of the learning.

	Knowledge
