HISTORICAL METHOD AND HUMAN ORIGINS
Historical Method:
- primary vs. secondary




- what is history?




- chronology, dating system (religious vs. secular)


Early Humans:

- important discoveries/developments (wheel, language, cities, bipedalism etc. . .)

- evolution vs. creation

- key terms: paleontology, archaeology, carbon-dating, Homo sapiens, Homo erectus, Neanderthal, Lucy  


UNIT TWO:

FIRST CIVILIZATIONS OF THE NEAR EAST
Mesopotamia:

- major contributions/legacy (ex. writing, plough, irrigation etc.)




- major gods/goddesses (a few)

- key terms: ziggurat, cuneiform, Code of Hammurabi 

Egypt:
- major contributions/legacy (ex. biology, architecture, arts etc.)

- major individuals (ex. Tut, Akhenaton, Hatshepsut, Ramses II)




- major gods – ex. Anubis, Osiris, Horus, Isis, Thoth…



- key terms: hieroglyphics, sphinx, pyramids, Rosetta Stone, canopic jars…

UNIT THREE:
MEDITERRANEAN CIVILIZATIONS

Greece:
- early Greek history (Trojan War, Myceneae, Minoans) - legacy

- major gods and goddesses + mythology (purpose)
- important individuals (Socrates, Themistocles, Darius, Xerxes, Pericles, Alexander etc…)

- major events (Persian Wars - Marathon, Thermopylae, Salamis, Peloponnesian Wars, Trojan War)




- Athens vs. Sparta – differences, conflicts



- key terms: polis, agora, oracles, democracy, phalanx
**Golden Age of Athens + Age of Alexander accomplishments – art, philosophy, literature, sport, military conquest
Rome:


- rise of Rome – influence of the Etruscans (ex. art, gov’t, public works)



- periods of Roman history (ex. Monarchy, Republic - characteristics)

- Roman Army – it’s organization and success – why so powerful?



- Punic Wars (Hannibal, Scipio, legacy)

- fall of the Republic (Sulla, Marius – rise of the powerful general, triumvirates, civil wars)




- important people (Caesar, Augustus, good and bad emperors – a few)
- Rome’s accomplishments/legacy (ex. architecture, engineering, communications, influence still today…)

- The Decline – Diocletian, Constantine, Barbarian invasions, empire divided


- The Fall – Army fails, economic problems, problems of size and maintenance (see chart on Rise and Fall)
UNIT FOUR:
THE MEDIEVAL WORLD
Western Europe:
- early Frankish Kingdoms (Clovis, Charles Martel, Pepin)
- Dark Ages – where they really dark?  Why? (ex. barbarians, lack of learning, poor living conditions – fall of Rome)
- power of Church – Popes now linked to kings, usury, tithes, influence . . .
 Vs. the decline of the church (role of the Plague in losing faith)



- Charlemagne – accomplishments, legacy



- Feudal system – good and bad (diagram, Feudal Contract)



- Knights – chivalry myths and realities
- other important items: Black Death, Magna Carta, 1066, the Crusades and holy war (Deus Vult!)  (5 W’s for each)
