Sample Essay Questions (at least one of these may appear on your exam):

2.  The issue of the ‘Quebec question’ has been around as long as we have been a unified country. Describe the events that have taken place in Quebec, starting with the Quiet Revolution in the 1960’s – up to the present, that have threatened Quebec’s place in Canada.  How do you feel about this issue?  How will it end?  
3.  Comment on Canada’s growth as a nation with reference to our relationships with Great Britain and the United States.  By using for examples from the time period studied in the course, illustrate how these relationships have evolved.
