· Germany: 

- to give the provinces of Alsace and Lorraine to France.



- forbidden to have a military presence in the Rhine River Valley (borders France).

- to provide 15 years worth of coal to France.

- forbidden to have an airforce or any u-boats.

- army is limited to 100,000 soldiers.

- navy is limited to 6 battleships, 6 cruisers, 12 destroyers and 12 torpedo boats.

· The map of Europe and the Middle East is arbitrarily redrawn.  Austria-Hungary and the Ottoman Empires are broken up creating many ‘new’ countries:

- Yugoslavia

- Finland
- Austria

- Palestine

- Lithuania
- Syria

- Iraq

- Lebanon
· Germany to leave Austria and Czechoslovakia totally independent (Austria is a German speaking country and Czechoslovakia contains large regions of German speaking peoples).

· Germany loses colonies (mostly in Africa).

· Germany must sign the ‘War Guilt Clause’ accepting total responsibility for the war (an insult).

· Germany to pay $33 billion in damages to the Allied countries.

· Germany had to turn over some of her coal producing areas to France for approx.      10 years

· A League of Nations was to be created.  All nations were to be members and disputes were to be settled there.
