Introduction:

Specifics:

· Detail the events surrounding the event

· Identify the key players in the mystery if any

· What the mystery is

· When it took place

· Where it took place – any other key areas involved/associated with it

· Why it’s a mystery – how it came to be a mystery

· 5-10 interesting things you have learned about it

· Some theories that have tried to explain the mystery

· Your groups solution to the mystery – either support one theory, or come up with your own

Useful Information:
· Divide the tasks up equally – use a memory stick to transfer information
· Use graphics, creative text, animation, visuals
· Design your slideshow to be entertaining and interesting – remember – how would you like to learn about it?
· Don’t overload your slides with text and information – short bulleted points are most effective
· Don’t cut and paste– it will show!
· Have some fun with it – make it your own!

2. Presentation – is it interesting?  Is it visually appealing?

3. Information – is it accurate?  Is it relevant?  Did you address all of the essential topics?
