Unit:   Canada and the Second World War

Approximate Length:  3 weeks
Overall Unit Objective:  Throughout this unit, we will work towards learning about the key events of World War II, and the overall impact the war would have on both Canadian and European Society.

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I can discuss and develop an opinion on the controversial issues that had a substantial effect on Europe and the world throughout WWII (The Holocaust, Atomic Bomb, etc.)
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I can paraphrase and inspect the controversial issues occurring within Canadian society during WWII (Japanese Internment, Conscription, Propaganda, etc.)
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I can describe and prioritize the major events that led to the end of WWII (D-Day, VE Day, VP Day etc.)
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I can describe how scientific and technological advances that occurred during the war altered people’s lives (Radar, Nuclear technology, Communication technology etc.)
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 I can recall and debate the effects of the end of WWII on Canada and the rest of the world (Formation of the UN, Attention to Human Rights, Canada’s International Status)
