CHC 2P – WWII CULMINATING ACTIVITY
In the years 1939-1945, the world was plunged into the Second World War.  Canada, while already an independent country, was also actively involved in this war alongside the British.  This activity will allow students the opportunity to explore some areas of Canadian involvement in the war, and to present their findings in format of their choosing.  Students are only required to choose one option.  

This project is to be submitted on ___________________________________________.
OPTION 1 – Interactive World Map
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Students who choose this option will draw a detailed world map from the WWII era, identify and describe all areas where Canadians contributed in battle, and go into greater detail about one battle that stood out as our greatest achievement of the war.  
Specific Instructions
Part I:


a.  Draw a map of the world (or trace) onto a 11 x 17 sheet of white paper (provided)

b.  Use colour!  At minimum, you must label both alliance systems (Allies and Central Powers) using a colour 
coding system and a legend.

c.  Label all countries where Canadians were involved in battle (mark each with a red X as well) including:
· Battle of Britain, Hong Kong, Raid on Dieppe, War at Sea, Italian Campaign, D-Day, Liberation of the Netherlands
· Include brief (140 character) descriptions of each one near the locations on the map in a neat and orderly fashion (including dates, description of the mission, success/failure, total casualties…
· Label all major bodies of water including:  Atlantic, Pacific, Arctic, Indian Ocean; Mediterranean Sea; English Channel;
· Use colour to clearly identify different countries, bodies of water
Part II:
d.  Using the template provided, complete a Ranking Ladder of Canada’s most important battles (with the most important one at the top, and least important at the bottom.
e.  Then, choose one (1) battle that you feel stands out as being our greatest/most important, and defend your position in an Opinion Paragraph (½ page long, typed, 12 font, single-spaced, 1”margins).  You must include a clear topic sentence stating your position, then provide three reasons why you believe this with supporting evidence.  (Cut and paste your opinion paragraph to the other side of the back of your map)
f.  You must also include a list of at least 2 different resources used in your research, using APA referencing.  See the instructions on my website under the WWII Assignments page.
OPTION 2 – War Memorial
War memorials are extremely important reminders of the great losses of war.  They serve as a representation of the people that sacrificed their lives for the freedom of others.   Working on your own or with a partner, your task is to design and build a war memorial commemorating a Canadian contribution to World War II, which you will present to the class.  Your war memorial must be visually effective and must include the following features:
Specific Instructions:

Part I:
a.  Pick a battle/area of Canadian activity that you feel was critical to the helping win the war (ex. Raid 
on Dieppe, D-Day, Women at War, Merchant Marine etc. - See your Major Canadian Battles chart for 
suggestions on possible events. 
b.  Pick a symbol representing the war/battle that identifies the memorial (ex. a cross, weapon etc.)
c.  Build a scale model of your memorial as if it were to be used as an example for the real thing.  Your model should be hand-made, include materials found around the house (for example cardboard, clay, toilet paper rolls, tissue boxes etc.), and the base should be no larger than an 11 x 17 sheet of paper.  Be creative!
d.  Include a quote or phrase somewhere on the memorial that commemorates (honours) those who died
Part II:

e.  You must also include a minimum one paragraph (1/2 page, typed, 12 font, single spaced) description of your battle (including the 5 W’s), and why you chose this one in particular to do.
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f.  You must also include a list of at least 2 different resources used in your research.  See the instructions on my website under the WWII Assignments page.
